EXECUTIVE ORDER NO. 10

EXTENDING THE SUSPENSION OF CLASSES IN THE MUNICIPALITY OF
ITOGON UNTIL JUNE 1%, 2023 FROM PRESCHOOL TO SENIOR HIGH SCHOOL
LEVELS, BOTH PRIVATE AND PUBLIC.

WHEREAS, due to heavy rainfalls and strong winds affecting the entire
municipality, the Local Chief Executive issued an order suspending classes from
preschool to elementary school levels on May 30, 2023 and subsequently, issued an
order extending the suspension of classes until May 31, 2023 which included the
suspension of classes for junior and senior high school levels on the same date;

WHEREAS, heavy downpours associated with strong winds continue to occur in
this locality causing landslides and rise in water level in our major river systems exposing
residents further to hazards that may happen due to oversaturated lands, huge volumes
of surface run off, flying debris and branches and spill over along water ways and river
banks;

WHEREAS, it is necessary to continue implementing preemptive measures to
ensure the safety of our residents most especially the school children from preschool to
senior high school level who are most vulnerable to hazards and other negative impacts
of this extreme weather condition;

NOW THEREFORE, by virtue of the powers vested in me, |, HON. BERNARD 8.
WACLIN, in my capacity as Municipal Mayor of Itogon, Benguet Province, hereby
ORDER as follows;

Section 1. Classes from Preschool to Senior High School levels in the Municipality
of ltogon, both private and public, are hereby SUSPENDED until Thursday, June 1%,
2023.. Provided however, that school faculty and staff may be required to report subject
to the discretion of their respective school heads based on prevailing conditions.

Section 2. All Orders and executive issuances or parts thereof inconsistent
herewith or parts hereof are deemed repealed and/or modified accordingly.

Section 3. This Executive Order shall take effect immediately.
